We, the editors of Hearth to Hearth, wish you a very Happy
New Year! The old year has passed into eternity, and here is a clean
page on which new experiences will be recorded. It is interesting to
me that this time of new beginnings starts, according to our calendar, just as winter begins to clamp down hard.

At first glance there isn’t much to admire as we look out our windows. The natural world looks old and worn
out, the landscape bleak and forlorn. Tree limbs silhouetted against the sky appear dead. Hedgerows where weeds
and bushes recently flourished are now dry bramble thickets, and once verdant lawns and fields resemble brown

In this quiet time of dormancy, the earth is being renewed though, and a closer look at our stark surroundings
reveals much life and beauty. In many areas the brown lawns and fields are being transformed by a soft white
blanket of snow. The bramble thickets are composed of many berry- and seed-bearing plants that are supplying
food and shelter for wild birds and many other small creatures during the winter.

Flocks of birds gather at the feeders in the yard and entertain us throughout the day. Squirrels venture from

their nests to feast on the ears of corn that we provide for them—and help themselves to the sunflower seeds in the
bird feeders as well! (No problem; we buy 50-pound bags so there is plenty for all.)

My favorite study, however, is the trees. In spring, summer and fall they are covered with their beautiful leaf gar-
ments that provide cooling shade, color and softness to the natural world around us, but in the stark beauty of winter they

stand exposed; their characters clearly revealed. We can see whether or not their trunks are thick and
straight, their limbs symmetrical; and whether they are reaching up toward the sky or down toward the
earth. It is obvious if limbs have grown crooked, if a tree has leaned with the prevailing winds or if it
has been damaged by disease or insects. As a tree grows, its “character” is formed.

I will leave it with you to draw the analogy; however, in the remnant of time left before our
Lord returns, we need, as never before, characters formed in the similitude of Jesus. We have heard

it said that character is the only thing we can take with us to heaven.
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Won’t you join with us in our resolve, in this season of new beginnings, to allow the mind of Christ Jesus to be
formed in us (see Philippians 2:5), perfecting our characters for eternity. Thus may each one stand exposed as we really
are, "...complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power." (Colossians 2:10.)

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47 Depression

Anger vs. Peace

In the Sept./Oct. issue we
printed an article entitled “Antidote
for Depression” and promised that in
future issues we would “study the
‘opposites’ in God’s Word through
which He can free us from despon-
dency and despair.”

A Christian psychologist friend
has shared some information with
me, and I have her permission to
share it with you:

“Depression can be thought of as
reactive or organic. Reactive depres-
sion can be the result of anger, un-
expressed or unresolved. (Reactive
depression can also result from other
experiences such as losses, intense
disappointments, etc.) Some people
experience reactive depression more
than others because they inherit ten-
dencies to chemical imbalance or
have that response modeled by their
parents as they grow up.

“Organic
depression s
often found in
family groups,
indicating  that
people may be
born with genetic
vulnerabilities to chemical imbal-
ance. When depressed, a person’s
perceptions of self and reality are
often distorted.

“There are two basic approaches
to intervening in depression. One is
a cognitive approach, which means
helping the person learn to think dif-
ferently about herself and others,
about her experiences, and even
about God. This is where focusing
on God’s comfort and hope and on
positives can be so important and
life-giving. The other approach is
medication, which may be as im-
portant to a person with depression

due to chemical imbalance as insulin
is to a diabetic.”

She concluded: “I love how
God’s Word and His love for us fit
so well with what we know about
our psychological functioning.”

As mentioned above, one of the
causes of much mental depression is
anger—not the fiery surge of tem-
per, but a quiet anger that grows
deep inside, like a cancerous tumor
with tendrils snaking their way eve-
rywhere. In the article “Antidote for
Depression”  the  writer listed
“peace” as the opposite of anger.

Evidently peace is important in
God’s view, because in my concor-
dance the references to “peace” fill
almost an entire page. Three times
in the Old Testament there is men-
tion of a “covenant of peace.”

“For the mountains shall de-

part, and the hills be removed; but

my kindness shall not depart
from thee, neither shall the
covenant of my peace be
removed, saith the Lord
that  hath mercy on
) thee.”  Isaiah 54:10.
(See also  Ezekiel
34:25 and Numbers 25:11, 12.)

In this study, we wish to focus
on the “cognitive approach,” and let
God help us learn through His Word
to think differently, and to perhaps
overcome the anger that disturbs our
emotional well-being—our peace.
We will simply quote several scrip-
tures without additional comment,
and suggest that you look them up in
your own Bible, ponder them
prayerfully and let them speak to
you individually.

“But the meek shall inherit the
earth;, and shall delight themselves
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in the abundance of peace.
(Psalm 37:11)

“Acquaint now thyself with
Him, and be at peace: thereby
good shall come unto thee.”
(Job 22:21)

“Great peace have they
which love thy law: and
nothing shall offend them. ”
(Psalm 119:165)

“And he arose, and re-
buked the wind, and said unto
the sea, Peace, be still. And
the wind ceased, and there was
great calm.” (Mark 4:39)
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Evidently peace is impor-
tant in God’s view, because in
my concordance the references
to “peace” fill almost an entire

page.

“Be careful for nothing; but in
every thing by prayer and supplica-
tion with thanksgiving let your re-
quests be made known unto God.
And the peace of God, which passeth
all understanding, shall keep your
hearts and mind through Christ Je-

us. ” (Philippians 4:6, 7)

“And let the peace of God rule in

your hearts.” (Colossians 3:15a)

Now, may I suggest that you
take your concordance and embark
on your own in-depth study of the
subject of peace. You will discover
a treasure trove! If your experience
is like mine, you will feel a little
closer to “the God of peace.” (Ro-
mans 15:33) And if anger, unre-
solved and unexpressed, has been
robbing you of peace, it is my prayer
that you will find it giving way to
the wonderful peace that Jesus
promised:

“Peace [ leave with you, my
peace I give unto you: not as the
world giveth, give I unto you. Let
not your heart be troubled, neither
let it be afraid.” (John 14:27)

[John 15:4 says,] “’Abide in Me, and I in you.' Abiding in Christ means a con-
stant receiving of His Spirit, a life of unreserved surrender to His service. The
channel of communication must be open continually between man and his God. As
the vine branch constantly draws the sap from the living vine, so are we to cling to
Jesus, and receive from Him by faith the strength and perfection of His own char-
acter.” (E.G. White, Desire of Ages, p. 676)

Bringing my home into heaven’s order also orders a time for everything and
everything important in its time. Ecclesiastes 3:1 says, “To everything there is a
season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven:” Yes, Sally, [Jesus says to
me] you need to schedule your life; your day’s activities. You need regularity, and
you are the house manager. You need a time to go to bed and a time to rise and
commune with Me as well as a time to study, a time to be quiet and a time to think
and evaluate.

You also need to learn there is a time to speak and a time not to speak; a time to
work, a time to play and a time to rest; a time to eat and a time to refrain from eat-
ing; a time to plant and a time to harvest. Planning my day with Jesus leading me
is the way of divine success. Scheduling my life is a necessity, not an option.

Putting my home on a consistent schedule with a little flexibility was a great
blessing; at the same time, it challenged me. It was best for me, for my family and
our walk with Jesus. I must admit, making breakfast consistently timely crossed
my former ways. You, too, will find some changes easy and some hard. Take Je-
sus’ hand; He desires to walk and talk you through each change. Jesus came to
save me from my unheaven-like, selfish ways. He is my Creator, and He is my Re-
deemer if [ walk and talk with Him.

A schedule gives a time for everything that is a priority or necessity in my life.
It’s like my grandmother often said about keeping her home well ordered: “Eve-
rything has a place, and everything must be kept in its place. It’s the best way to
live.” God cares about every detail of my home order and wants to help me. It is
God who calls to my heart and mind to make and keep order. As I respond to the
Holy Spirit’s influence, it is the power of heaven that enables me to perform my
part consistently with a cheerful heart.

God cares about every detail of my life. For example, God reminds me to
check my refrigerator door, and I find it ajar.

This causes needless
work for Jim, because, in time, he
must get all that lint out of the long
dryer hose under the house.

I cried out to the Lord in frus-
tration, “Lord, how can I ever learn
to clean this out regularly and
timely?” “I can help you,” was the
responding thought from God to my
reason, Intellect and conscience.
“You can? I mean, You can! Help
me, Lord; remind me somehow.”

Jesus prodded my thinking.
“Why don’t you pick one day out
of the week to do it, so it has a
time, and then do it in that time?” 1
responded, “That sounds wonder-

ful, Lord. Yes, let’s do that. I pick
Thursday, and I know You are
faithful to remind me; You won’t
forget like I!”

(Matthew 6:6) But where to
find a closet? This has been
the challenge of my life! I
want to spend that time alone
with my Maker each morning
before beginning my day, but sow?
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Once, when we built an addition
onto our humble home, I had a closet
included in the plans. Just large
enough to hold my desk, chair, and a
few choice books for Bible study,
my 4' by 5' room seemed perfect!
My joy was short-lived, however, as
we soon sold that home and my
quest for a prayer closet began anew.

Through the years, in many
temporary dwellings during my
earthly sojourn, I have tried numer-
ous solutions, none of which proved
to be entirely satisfactory. Conse-
quently, my prayer life has been
sporadic and non-effective.

My bedroom is out of the ques-
tion since I don't want to disturb my

sleeping husband who has gotten to
bed late due to his occupational re-
sponsibilities. The kitchen or living
room lights would disturb other
sleeping family members or frequent
guests. (I've become adept at pad-
ding around in the dark to let the
dog out, get a drink of water or try
to locate paper and pen.)

Recently, after a renewed deter-
mination to seek first "the kingdom
of God and His righteousness" come
what may, I stumbled (?) upon the
"perfect" solution. Why didn't I
think of it years ago? A portable
prayer closet!

The bathroom has always been
somewhat of a sanctuary for me. As
a young girl, it seemed the perfect
answer to getting out of the hated
dish washing routine. (I'm blushing.
Fortunately for my character devel-
opment, that didn't often work.) Its
locked door was also a protection
from an irate younger brother after I
had again provoked him to the point
of revenge. (Now I'm really
ashamed.)

As a mother with several young
children, my bathroom was a wel-
come reprieve from so many voices
calling my name; so many and var-
ied demands on my meager reserves
of energy, time and attention. For a
few short moments I could lose my-
self in a sea of warmth—sometimes
enhanced by bubbles.

There have been many times
throughout the years when I have
considered using my bathroom as a
prayer closet but all such attempts
have been quickly abandoned. How
can one really get comfortable
enough for Bible reading in a small
bathroom?

Ah! There is a way! I'm so glad
I have finally discovered it! Now I
will share it with you, as I'm sure
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there must be someone else out there
who can relate to my frustration in
this quest for regular, private, unin-
terrupted time to spend with God.

Keep a neatly folded blanket on
a bathroom shelf. Use it to line your
bathtub. (No, I am not kidding!)
Cut a piece of half-inch plywood, or
whatever else you may have (I am
currently using a scrap piece of
1x8), to fit across the top of your tub
to use as a desk. Sand and paint it or
cover it with contact paper for a
smooth writing surface. Store it be-
hind the door or against the wall be-
side the commode; you could also
drill a hole in the center of one end
and hang it up. (In that event, make
it attractive by painting some sort of
design on it—
probably on the
side you do not
use for a desk.)

Fix a simple
basket, or other
suitable container, to hold your Bi-
ble, Prayer Journal, pen, colored
pencils, highlighter, and any other
tools that seem necessary for effec-
tive Bible study, meditation and
prayer, and place it on the floor near
the tub. Voila! A prayer closet that
can be moved to any new home,
adapted to nearly every bathroom,
lighted in the early morning hours
without disturbing the rest of the
family, and quickly heated with a
small electric heater if necessary.
