The great blessing of receiving God’s Spirit is that it comes to us
with the added benefit of the Spirit of God’s victorious Son coming into
our hearts to help us in our struggle against sin and temptation. Satan
would like you to think that Jesus Christ is not in us, but that He sent
someone else to take His place. Friends, that is an invention of Satan,
specifically designed to take away your hope of glory. Please don’t let
that happen. Jesus said, “For where two or three are gathered together in
my name, there am | in the midst of them” (Matthew 18:20).

Some Things to Think About:

L.

In all the recorded history found in the Bible, there is no record of a
conversation between the Father or the Son with the Holy Spirit even
though there are many instances of the Father and Son conversing with
each other.

We know that the Father loves us because He gave His Son to die for our
sins. We know the Son loves us because He died for us. If the Holy Spirit
is a third, separate person, how can we know he loves us?

The trinity doctrine is never used to convert sinners, but rather trinitarians
use what they call heresy to convert sinners. Trinitarians tell sinners that
God loves them so much that He gave His Son to die for their sins, yet they
do not believe He is really a Son, nor that He could die.
